Advices for anyone visiting Prof Seegenschmiedt in Hamburg
From A Grateful Patient from England 

1. To Go to Hamburg via Plane
Please, remember to fly into Hamburg (Fuhlsbüttel) and do not fly into Lubeck. The clinic is very close to the airport at Langenhorner Chaussee 369 . There is an airport shuttle available to reach your hotel. 

2. To Stay in Hamburg during Treatment Period

To receive one treatment course (including a first physician’s consultation plus full physical examination & 5 radiotherapy sessions plus final physician’s consultation) you need one week; so it’s convenient to fly in and out of Hamburg within one week; however, if you are in a hurry, you may start on Monday and end treatment on Friday (5 days).
I would recommend that you stay on the same road, i.e.  Langenhorner Chaussee, which is very convenient either to walk (1,2 – 2.2 km) or to take the public transportation = bus (6 min)

For my first visit we  stayed at Mein Hotel   http://www.meinhotelinhamburg.com/index.html which is at Langenhorner Chaussee 99. Although the hotel is very close to the airport we weren’t aware of any noise from the planes as it is well soundproofed. It’s a very functional hotel, no frills but very clean, had large rooms, comfortable beds, felt fairly new. The room for a single person was only 44 Euros, for 2 people it was 54 Euros. Breakfast (plenty to choose from and prepare a good lunch package) was extra at 8 Euros per person. To get to the clinic turn left from the hotel and keep walking for about 25 minutes ‘til you get there or take the public transportation system 

For my second visit in August we are planning to stay at the Mercure Hamburg Airport which is 
http://www.accorhotels.com/gb/hotel-5393-mercure-hamburg-airport/index.shtml  .
and located at Langenhorner Chaussee 183, and so closer – a 15 minute walk. Again turn left from the hotel and keep walking ‘til you get there.

If you can get this one cheaper then I would go for this just because it’s closer and may feel a little more luxurious as there’s a pool and a gym. After a lot of searching I got it for £64 (about 70 euros) a night for two, including breakfast through www.booking.com , Don’t contact the hotel direct, I did, and they can’t match Internet prices. The Mercure also has a free airport shuttle but you must book onto it, the earlier the better as it gets full.

3. To Get Around in Hamburg during Treatment Period

I would suggest that you buy the Hamburg Card as this will cover just about all your transport and make it cheaper to get into the various museums etc. The U-Bahn is a five minute walk from either of the hotels and the receptionists will give directions. The trains are every 10 minutes straight into the center of Hamburg and take 20 minutes. In Hamburg – a very attractive city – you may do shopping, do site seeing (museums, zoo, harbour etc.)
